Introduction to Information Technology (IT)

Group Assignment 
This is a group assignment which invites the group members (five students per group) to investigate issues and concerns in a selected organisation. The students will have to analyse the problem and come up with a suitable solution with the use of Information Technology. The purpose of this assignment is for the students to gain some kind of understanding on how information technology can help businesses solve there problems and how they can make their work more effective. The students will also have to study the probable problems in introducing a system to such an organisation, and the impact of it to the organisation (Impact of the use of IT).
Each group will be allocated one topic. The report to be submitted should be of 3000 words. A PowerPoint presentation is to be followed. Explain what the topic is about, define the relevant IS concepts. Then highlight the issues and concerns related to the topic area. Attach relevant appendices and links to support your analysis, to your submission. A softcopy of the final report should be submitted along with the hardcopy.  
The report should be well structured. The written report will earn 10% of the total marks. 10% of the marks will be allocated for a 60miniute presentation. (Total of 20% for the assignment) All group members should take part in the presentation.  Your group assignment will be assessed on its data collection (use of different sources), relevance to the topic, analysis, report presentation style and proper citation of other's work. For higher grades (A) you need to show signs of wider reading.

This assignment is worth 20% of the marks for this unit.
